10. Grammar (2): Infinitives of Purpose (to + verb).
Analyze the following line from the conversation in the exercise above: 
Woman: I already have plans to go to college.
As you may see, “to go” is also an infinitive form; but in this case, the infinitive form is not following a verb as an object: it’s rather expressing the reason why “the woman has certain plans”. That is, infinitives are also used to communicate the purpose of the subject’s actions. Observe other examples:
	SUBJECT + MAIN VERB
	INFINITIVE AS OBJECT (OF VERB)
	INFINITIVE OF PURPOSE

	He needs…
	…to go to school…
	…to improve his English.

	She has...
	…to be a resident…
	…to go to college.

	She wants…
	…to get a degree…
	…to have a better job.



In the examples above, the first infinitives (to go, to get, to be) do not have the same function as the ones in the last column (to improve, to go, to have). While the first infinitives follow the sentence main verbs (need, have, want) as objects, the second ones express the purpose or reason for the subject’s action in each case. In Spanish, it is commonly translated as “para + verb”. See the chart below:
