13.2. Linking Words
When we talk about the activities that we do every day, we use words or phrases that express sequence to better relate our ideas. These words or phrases make our speech more fluent and coherent. They generally occur at the beginning of sentences followed by a comma, but note that they can also be placed in the middle or the end of sentences. For example:

· First, I have breakfast. / I first have breakfast. / I have breakfast, first.  
· Then, I go to my office. / I then go to my office. / I go to my office then.

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16.2. Yes/No Questions

In order to make yes/no questions in Simple Present, we use auxiliary verb do at the beginning of the sentence, before the subject. Example:

· Do you get up late?  Short Answer: Yes, I do. /No, I don’t.

In the case of the 3rd person singular (She/He/It), auxiliary verb do becomes does. 

· Does she start work at 7:00?  Short Answer: Yes, she does. / No, she doesn’t.

Y/N Question Form: Do + Subject + Main Verb (simple form) + Object(s)?
Short Answer form: Yes/No + Subject Pronoun + do/does (+ not, if negative)

16.3. WH Questions (Information Questions)

We also use auxiliary verb do/does to make wh-questions in simple present tense, also called information questions because they say what, when, where, who, how, etc. Example:

· Where do you work? What do you do on weekdays?

· Where does she/he do on weekdays? Where does she/he work? 
WH Question Form: WH Word (Ex: what, when, where, who, how) + do/does + Subject + main verb (simple form) + Objects?
