10. Grammar. Simple Present Tense: Meaning, Affirmative & Negative Forms [15 min]
10.1. Meaning: Using the Simple Present Tense.
In our daily conversations, we use the simple present tense mainly to express:
a) permanent states; in other words, facts and things staying the same for a long time:
I live in Miami.  I work for Walmart. I study English. 
b) habitual actions or daily routines:
I go to work every day. I wake up at 6:00am.  



10.2. Affirmative Form: Adding -s/-es in the 3rd Person Singular. 
In simple present, we use the verb without an ending. However; in the third person singular (she, he, it), the verb is added –s or –es. See the examples below: 
· I work as a cashier, but my husband works in an office. He gets up at 6:30 am because he starts work at 8:00.
· I study English and my daughter studies Nursing. She practices her English with the patients. She also watches TV in English at home. 

When to add -es? 
Most verbs are just added “-s” in the 3rd Person Singular. However, take a closer look at the examples below, where -es is added in the 3rd person singular (he/she/it) for phonetical and spelling reasons: 
a) If the verb ends in -ch, -sh, -s; -z, or -x, the verb is added -es: 
· I watch TV in Spanish but my daughter watches TV in English. 
· I finish work at 3:00pm, but my husband finishes at 5:30. 
· I miss my mother. My mother misses me, too. 
· I relax at home. My family relaxes, too.
 b) If the verb ends in -y, we should focus on the latter before the -y. If the letter before the -y is a vowel, we just add -s; but if the letter before the -y is a consonant, then we need to change the -y into -I and add -es.
· I play tennis and my son plays football.
· I study English and my daughter studies Nursing. 



10.3 Negative Form: Auxiliary Verb don’t/doesn’t
In order to negate in simple present, we use auxiliary verb do followed by negative word not (do + not = don’t) after the subject and before the main verb, which is used in simple form.  Take a look at the following example from the lesson dialogue:
· I don’t get home until 9:00 pm.  [Form: subject + don’t + main verb (simple form)]
In the case of the 3rd person singular, we use auxiliary verb does followed by negative word not (does + not = doesn’t). In this case, we don’t need to keep the -s/-es in the main verb. Notice that the main verb should be used in simple form:
· Ellen doesn’t get home until 9:00 [Form:  subject + doesn’t + main verb (simple form)]

10.4. Simple Present Irregular Forms: Verbs do, go, have.
Like verb “be” (which you already know how to use in simple present), the following verbs are also irregular in the simple present tense but only in the 3rd person singular (he/she/it):
